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Sand Point Magnuson Park Project Description

Sand Point Magnuson Park occupies the Sand Point Peninsula on Lake Washington and was
formerly the site of Sand Point Naval Air Station, later known as Puget Sound Naval Air
station. Of the full park area, 153 acres in the central and shoreline portions of the peninsula
are proposed for redevelopment as part of the Drainage, Wetland/Habitat Complex and
Sports Fields Project. The projectisa complex one, which seeks to seamlessly merge the
active programmed recreation of a sports field complex, with the creation of a
wetland/habitat complex on the site formerly occupied by the airstrip.

The athletic field complex occupies approximately 30 acres on the western portion of the site
and will include the construction of 11 i;ghtf:d synthetic, surface fields and supporting -
structures including restrooms, concession stands, fencing and circulation paths. The.
wetland/habitat complex occupies the central and eastern portion of the site, reaching from
the fields to the Lake Washington shoreline, and is approximately 65 acres. The remaining
‘acreage is in assorted park uses that include parking areas, vehwuiar and pedestrian

c1rculatzon and additional lawn and planting areas.

The site is currently very flat and lacks adequate drainage, so the creation of topography and
positive drainage flows through the re-grading of the site is a significant component of the
project. The western edge of the site, the fields complex, is to be raised approximately 3-5
fest above existing conditions using fill material generated by the cutting of the wetland

“areas. The National Guard’s scope in grading the fields would include placing and
compactmg soils in the field areas to specified sub grades. Most notably, this would include

proving sub grades of minus one foot in the 22 acres of synthetic field areas, to allow for
future importation of the field’s fill material profile. Grading would also include providing
sub grades to other areas, and possibly the stockpiling of stripped sozis for later

manufacturing of top soils (by others).

- The excavation of the wetland/habitat areas will include cutting of the proposed wetland
ponds and a lagoon off Lake Washington, as well as grading the surrounding areas for the

- new “upland forest” that will be planted. The grading of the lowermost ponds and the lagoon

off of Lake Washington will likely require some dewatering efforts durmg excavation. The
entire cutting and filling on the site will be balanced and will result in the movement of

approximately 340 thousand cubic yards of material. Discussions with the Army Corps of

Engineers and the City of Seattle’s Department of Construction and Land Use are already

underway regarding wetland impacts and mitigations. These issues would be resolved prior

to constmctron

There are several other park elements and components proposed to be constructed in and
around the wetland/habitat and sports field complex, which we would like to have the
National Guard consider incorporating in the final project scope These additional

components include:

The wetland/habitat complex will contain numerous pedestrian foot bridges (totaling
a combined length of several hundred feet). These bridges would be wood framed or
trusses constructed of wood, with wood or steel decking (to be determined). Some

wood materials may be salvaged from demolition of on site structures.
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
